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O: Methods of Instruction: 
 
The course will consist of two two-hour lectures with open discussion time each week.  The student will be 
required to discuss lecture problems and assigned readings in open lecture theme periods. 
 
Each student may be obliged to prepare, deliver and defend one short seminar paper during the semester.  This 
paper may provide the basis of the final essay. 
 
Audio-visual material will be utilized wherever appropriate to illustrate course content and directed field 
research will be encouraged on the part of the student for the final essay.
